We are constantly reminded why we are in Cambodia every time we 

look outside our home. We had always intended to integrate ourselves into a local Khmer community, and 

we are beginning to do that ς praise God! Of course, our interactions are limited given that we know very 

little Khmer, but another benefit of it is that we are forced to stretch our language ability. In fact, the other 

day while we were ŀǘ ŀ ƭŀŘȅΩǎ ƘƻǳǎŜ ƴŜŀǊōȅ, I was invited to a drinking party where I awkwardly sat trying to 

refuse  their offers of home-made brew in Khmer and get to know them a little bit.
