Reaching Out for Relationships 

As we study Khmer, we purposefully build relationships everywhere we go. Our relationship with many of

anything since He is the Creator. They were very interested in talking about how such a Creator can take

Our teammates also come over once a week to build 

relationships with our neighbors in the hopes that they can eventually share the Gospel with them in Khmer.  

As daily I visit many women, new mothers, and widows in our neighborhood, Chris builds relationships with 

the moto taxi drivers that often park right in front of our gate.  He has been able to have a meal with them 

ŀǘ ŀ ƴŜƛƎƘōƻǊΩǎ Ƙouse and is very excited about being able to live in a way that prompts questions which can 

lead to deeper discussions.
