A Trip to the Countryside 

In 2005 and 2007 on our surveys in Cambodia, we met and learned from this team. They have been 

in Cambodia for nine years now and have a wealth of wisdom to share. We took a weekend trip during the 

Water Festival holiday to learn from these friends and to see the work they are doing. We were so 

encouraged to see the first truly Khmer congregation: led by Khmer, completely in the Khmer language, and 

in keeping with Khmer culture. Small in number and meeting in a home, these Christians have counted the 

cost of discipleship, many ostracized from their families and facing daily persecution. These brothers and 

sisters meet together almost daily of their own accord and have become family and community to each 

other. Their prayers, though so different from our own, brought tears to our eyes. They receive no benefits 

(monetary or otherwise) from being Christians except the greatest benefit of all: the presence of their Savior 

in their hearts. We are grateful for the Christians’ and the teams’ hospitality. The biggest lesson we took 

away was both encouraging and discouraging: This will be a long, hard work with extremely slow showing of 

fruit, yet when the Lord chooses to act among the Khmer people, the result will be nothing less than a 

glimpse of Heaven just as we saw while worshipping Sunday morning with the believers.  

Learning Culture with the Neighbors the Hard Way 

In the middle of a conversation about how the number of rolls on Melanie’s leg indicated the gender 

of our next child, the neighbors’ chicken let out a squawk and shot off down a row of banana trees. All of us, 

including the neighbor’s three-year-old daughter wielding a rather large stick, chased after what turned out 

to be our dog, June, who had suddenly turned from playful to predator. While we saved the chicken’s life, 

we thought that it would have to be eaten soon after (once we were able to find the poor thing which had 

amazingly made it to a hiding place in the volleyball sand pit across the road). We consulted Bora, our former 

language tutor, as to what we should do to make restitution as our dear neighbors waved off our apologies 

in their typical Khmer way. According to Bora, our next step was find out how valuable it is (was) and pay for 

it.
