She has fun spoiling her two 

grandsons, Hong and Hieng, and our girls with banana bread (sweet 

bananas wrapped in sticky rice then grilled in a banana leaf). Recently, we 

had a great conversation with the whole family about how the church is 

not a wat (temple) or a building, but believers in whom Christ lives. Giving 

money is not out of guilt or need for merit but out of love, and in Christ 

there is no fear. Pray for Yey, that the Lord will extend her life until she can 

learn of Him and decide whether or not she will follow Him. She asks that
