this. Talking with some of the Christians, we began to realize that many of them are weak and immature
Christians though true believers. One church leader even asked us specifically to come back and teach them.
That was exciting to hear! Through these conversations (and others we have had) we are beginning to
realize that not only will our initial role in Cambodia be evangelists, but it could also include training and
encouraging existing believers who have not heard the truth (or much of it anyway). This is exciting as it
makes us much more aware of the possibility of bringing Khmer Christians (who would be much better than
we) alongside us to help evangelize and mature others. This gives us a much more tangible role to fill here.
