Brief Overview of Christianity in Cambodian

Christianity is not really a newthing in Cambodia. Protestant r h
missionaries first began working in Cambodia in the early 1920s and ’

have, to one degree or another, been here ever since. That being said,
however, the Cambodian church is by no means strong. During the Pol
Pot time, many Christian leaders and other believers were executed and
many others fled the country never to return. A high estimate puts the
percentage of Christian adherents at around 2% of the population (% of
active Christians is far less than this). Most Cambodians have either not
heard about Christ at all, have heard very little, or have heard false
teaching about Him. In our limited experience, there are several stages
that Cambodians are in: There are a precious few strong, faithful
believers who are plugged in to a healthy body of believers mutually
encouraging one another; there are a few strong believers who have no
good body to plug into and are constantly being fed conflicting and Our neighbor Chantu (holding
confusing messages from different denominations and evangelists; her 2" son, Hong), the wife of
finally, there are weak believers ina similar boat being taught falseand | 3, whom you know, just had
incorrect teachings.

As in any culture where Christianity actively and boldly challenges the way things have been for
centuries, there are a lot of areas where Cambodian Christians struggle with the appropriate Christian
response to things they unquestioningly held
that you may be better equipped to pray for Khmer Christians and thus share more in our work. During any
public celebrations (weddings, funerals, holidays, etc.), it is sometimes expected for people to give money to
the family (and then receive a blessing from a monk) or even bring food to dead ancestors or spirits of the
land so they will not curse their familyorland. Many Chri sti ans don’t know
support for friends and family in these situations without feeling like they are somehow sinning against God.
It has also been rumored for many years now in Cambodia that Christians are taught to not respect their
parents and elders and are thereby seen as though they are forsaking deeply ingrained aspects of
Cambodian culture. Christians arealsos een as rebel |l i ous and/ or bl
and, again, forsaking their culture.

Of all the many difficulties facing the church in Cambodia, probably the biggest and most damaging is
the prosperity gospel (God will bless you materially if you follow Jesus) and the marriage of social work to
church planting. Many organizations have come into Cambodia with material things, jobs, and free aid in the
name of Jesus. On the surface, this seems great, but in reality it has created a dependency the likes of which
we have never seen before. It is almost impossible now to teach about Jesus without people expecting
material benefits. If you say you are a missionary, some of the first questions they ask is where your church
building is (because they are used to seeing huge, fancy buildings) and who sponsors you to be here. These
are just a few of the many struggles Cambodians face. We know that God has overcome bigger obstacles
than these so, please, keep this weak and dependent church in your prayers as they struggle every day.
