     We are quickly learning our new 

roles of ministry. We have enjoyed 

worshipping at Payap Christian 

Zone, the Payap University church. 

We have fallen in love with the 

members.

     This month, Chris was able to 

participate in an English camp at a 

private girls’ school where the 

group was able to speak the name 

of God freely.

     Along with scheduled church 

activities like a weekly cell group 

and prayer time, Chris has been 

building relationships with some 

young, non-Christian men that 

“hang out” out the Zone.

     We arrived in Thailand with just a week to get 

settled before we left for Cambodia. With the help of 

a young Thai Christian, God blessed us with a little, 

unfurnished house for a great monthly rate. We set up 

as best we could, and then finished up when we 

returned from our travels. God also blessed us with a 

rental car, a Daihatsu Mira, which is small enough to 

navigate the tiny roads here. We finished furnishing 

the house and are learning how to live Thai-style. We 

hand wash some of our clothes, cook toast with a 

wok, and drive on the left side of the road.  

     We eat lunch and supper at local Thai restaurants 

because it is much cheaper than cooking and a 

great way to fellowship. Thai cuisine is often very 

spicy, and we are learning to try new things while 

avoiding burning our mouths. We also are enjoying 

eating a lot of local fruit like strawberries, pineapple, 

and mangoes.   

     One Monday, our day off, we went to our first 

doctor’s visit at Chiang Mai Ram Hospital where 

Melanie will be delivered. Maggie was also able to 

see a pediatrician for her bug bites. We are so 

thankful for the inexpensive, good medical care so 

nearby.   

     The biggest blessing of settling in Thailand has 

been the wonderful friends we have already made. 

The Christians at the Payap Christian Zone have been 

so helpful and welcoming. We are thankful to be 

serving with them here and blessed to hear the stories 

of how God has changed their lives.
