     We would like to share with you some of what we 

mean when we talk about our dreams for ministry in 

Cambodia. These are our general goals for our initial 

commitment of ten years. 

 

 To teach God’s Word to members of our 

community and their family and friends in other 

communities 

 To encourage the regular gathering together of 

those community members who accept Christ’s 

saving message and put Him on in baptism 

 To foster deeper study of God’s Word and to 

actively promote the spiritual growth of the 

church body both on a congregational and 

individual  level 

 To strongly advocate individual and 

congregational evangelism with the community 

and family units 

 To see the local church establish a Cambodian 

eldership in each church family and to see 

Khmer Christians exclusively serving in all church 

roles 
 Finally, to decide on a new location to serve God

     Honor is a very important con-

cept in Cambodian society.  If you 

spend any time at all in a southeast 

Asian environment, you will quickly 

find that they will go to extreme 

measures to maintain honor – whe-

ther their own or someone else‟s. 

     One very important aspect of 

honor is the head.  Since the head is 

the most honorable part of the 

body, it is not to be touched.  In a 

similar vein, since the feet are the 

most dis-honorable part of the 

body, not only are they not to be 

touched, but they shouldn‟t even 

be pointed in someone else‟s 

direction.  So, Cambodian people 

are clearly “head over heels” when 

it comes to honor. 

     We have found that the longer 

we are in this part of the world, the 

more we are becoming like them.  

We find ourselves being embarrass-

     We had a wonderful experience in Thailand.  It 

was hard, it was fun, it was challenging, but most of 

all, it grew us and refocused our attention to 

Cambodia.  In the same way that God refined 

Jacob, Isaiah, Jonah, and even Jesus, He has been 

refining us to make us ready to serve Him in 

Cambodia.  In one sense, we will never be ready to 

work in Cambodia, but in another sense we feel as 

ready as we will ever be to transplant the things He 

has taught us in Thailand to Cambodia.  God is good. 

 

     Many of you have been asking how you can help 

us move to Cambodia. We would like to share three 

ways (other than prayer, of course!) you can 

facilitate our move to Asia.  

 

1) Consider supporting us monthly as an 

individual donor; 

2) Talk with your home church‟s elders and/or 

missions committee about meeting with us to 

discuss the need of the lost in Cambodia; 

3) Talk with your relatives and encourage them 

to talk with the elders and/or missions 

committee to discuss our desire for oversight 

while ministering in Cambodia.
